DELTA® ROOF underlayments set performance standards for 
energy-saving, extreme weather protection and durability

Four roof underlayments representing the latest advances in roofing technology from Europe are being introduced this spring by Cosella-Dörken Products Inc., a building materials manufacturer now expanding into the roofing category in North America.  
The new underlayments not only keep weather out, but reduce energy consumption, reflect up to 50% of radiant heat, help rid the home of excess moisture, can hold their own in a hurricane and double the life of the roof.  

In 1965, the manufacturer’s parent company, Dörken, was among the first to produce a synthetic roof underlayment. Now considered a leader in this product category, it has developed and perfected underlayments with new performance characteristics, which are being introduced in North American markets as DELTA®-MAXX TITAN, DELTA®-FOXX, DELTA®-VENT S and DELTA®-ROOF.  

“Since U.S. and Canadian housing markets are swinging toward ‘green’ products, the timing is right for new underlayments to replace old technology such as roofing felt,” says Marcus Jablonka, Vice President R&D and Production. “Our products are cheap insurance against mold and water damage, and reduce energy and replacement costs for long-term savings that far outweigh their original cost.”

DELTA-MAXX TITAN roof underlayment has all-new energy-saving and moisture-handling characteristics. Its shiny silver TITANium coating reflects up to 50% of radiant energy to keep homes cooler in summer. A self-adhesive border speeds installation and acts like a zipper to lock weather out and keep home temperatures comfortable. By lowering air-exchange rates, TITAN reduces heat-energy consumption up to 9%. 

MAXX TITAN is watertight and exceptionally vapor permeable. It is the only underlay equipped with a bottom layer to absorb excess moisture. This sponge-like layer safeguards wood roof rafters and sheathing by soaking up excess condensation or water, for release later through evaporation.  

The better-insulated, more airtight homes of today need roofing materials that can handle moisture that comes from both inside and out. DELTA-FOXX and DELTA- VENT S are multi-layered underlayments used on fully insulated pitched roofs.  Although their outer surfaces are impermeable to wind and rain, they are highly permeable to water vapor that originates from inside and have a moisture management layer to facilitate its evaporation.  Compared to standard, impermeable membranes, these high-end underlayments can significantly extend the life of this type of roof. 

DELTA-ROOF is the new solution developed for ventilated roofs with conventional asphalt shingles. This non-permeable roof underlayment provides four layers of top protection against any type of weather.  Reinforced with a tear-proof grid structure, it is the ideal choice for extreme weather situations, or wherever roofs can’t be finished on a same-day basis and will be exposed to wind.  

All underlayments are exceptionally tough, highly resistant to UV, abrasion and tearing, non-slip on both sides even in wet conditions, lightweight and easy to handle and apply.  Unlike standard roofing felt or paper, they will not distort or buckle if wet by rain. DELTA roof underlayments come in rolls 164 ft. x 4.92 ft. (50 m x 1.5 m).

Homes are cooler in summer and warmer in winter with DELTA®-MAXX TITAN. This underlayment for sloped roofs is a thermo-membrane with exceptional heat management capabilities. Its silver titanium surface bounces back the sun’s rays to reflect up to 50% of radiant energy. The self-adhesive border speeds installation, locks weather out and keeps home temperatures comfortable. By lowering air-exchange rates, TITAN is tested to reduce heat-energy consumption up to 9%.  

DELTA-MAXX TITAN is also an advanced moisture management system for the roof. Its polyurethane coating is fully waterproof but highly vapor permeable. On the underside, a special woven polyester fabric capable of absorbing more than a quarter gallon of water per square yard provides a sponge-like layer that protects wood sheathing and rafters by soaking up excess moisture for release later through evaporation. This feature makes MAXX TITAN well suited to regions with heavy condensation due to sudden drops in temperature at nightfall. Likewise, it is ideal for use under clay or concrete roof tiles, which cool at night to create a condensing surface for water vapor as warmer air rises from below. 

MAXX TITAN is a product advance based on DELTA®-MAXX, the top choice in roofing underlayments in Germany for over 20 years. The titanium coating was chosen for its durability and corrosion resistance compared to other popular coatings, including aluminium, which was tested and found to corrode over time. Extremely strong and durable, it is non-slip and easy to handle and install.  Because of its wider width (4.92 ft. wide by 164 ft., or 50 m x 1.5 m), installation is faster and fewer nails are required compared to standard size rolls measuring 3’.

With a vapor permeability of 550 perms, DELTA-FOXX far exceeds other underlayments with a typical 150 perms at discharging excess moisture in the roof system. Better ventilation not only extends the life of the roof, but helps ensure a healthy home by reducing the chance of moisture buildups that can lead to whole-house problems, such as mold.  

The coating used on DELTA-FOXX is fully waterproof, highly scratch-resistant, anti-glare and anti-slip. It’s combined with a specialized PES fabric, tightly woven to ensure a smooth surface that won’t catch on rough deck boards.  

A top seller in Germany and France, new to North America, this underlayment is lightweight and simplicity itself to install. It won’t buckle or distort, and unrolls flat for easy fastening. DELTA-ROOF was developed specially for North American homes by European manufacturer Dörken AG, based on its 40 years of innovation in roofing underlayments. “Insurance” for roofs, it is well suited to areas of high winds and lashing rain, and for use whenever roofs can’t be finished on a same-day basis and need protection. Compared to roofing felt, this product not only provides added protection but extended roof life at a very affordable cost.  It features high UV tolerance and has an abrasion-proof surface that’s non-slip under wet or dry conditions.  

Far lighter than roofing felt, DELTA-ROOF is easy to apply. It stays flat and won’t curl, buckle or distort even when wet. Standard application is with staples or roofing nails, using accessory products DELTA®-Multi-Tape, DELTA®-Flexx-tape, and DELTA®-Than sealing compound to seal overlaps and openings. Because of its wider width (4.92 ft. wide by 164 ft., or 50 m x 1.5 m), installation is faster and fewer nails are required, compared to standard size rolls measuring 3’.

· Category Experience:  new to North American markets from Cosella-Dörken Products Inc., DELTA®-MAXX TITAN, DELTA®-FOXX, DELTA®-VENT S roof underlayments are widely used in Europe. A fourth, DELTA®-ROOF, is all-new and was created specifically for North America. These products were developed by the parent company Dörken AG based on its 40-plus years of experience in synthetic roofing underlayments. DELTA roof underlayments are category leaders in Germany, enjoy strong sales in France, Italy and Belgium, and are sold in many more European countries. 

· DELTA®-SPF, Dörken’s first synthetic roofing underlayment, was introduced in 1965 and is so highly regarded it is still being sold. However, such products are now being phased out to make way for a new generation of roofing underlayments with advanced performance and environmental attributes.

· Testing: the roofing underlayments were developed in Dörken’s own laboratories and have been tested to all applicable European standards. In North America, they have been tested to meet standards AC 188 for roof underlayments, AC 48 for roof underlayments in severe climates and CSA A-220 in Canada. 

· Performance claims: far more is being demanded of roofs now than in earlier eras. As an example, the more airtight homes built today can “trap” moisture to create unhealthy conditions in the home. They need new moisture venting strategies, which the right roof system can help supply. Cosella-Dörken teams up new high-tech fabrics and coatings for underlayments that are fully waterproof but can absorb excess moisture rising from air in the home, then discharge it to the outside through evaporation. Such products as DELTA-FOXX do this job best, with a vapor permeability over 3X that of any comparable product on the North American market. 

Other performance parameters Cosella-Dörken is introducing or adding to with its underlayments include:

· Extreme weather/wind tolerance without lifting and tearing

· Reduction of home energy requirements through new temperature maintenance strategies, i.e. radiant heat management, improved air tightness.

· top abrasion resistance

· non-slip in dry and wet conditions 

· exceptional strength and durability

· light weight, ease of installation

· Reasons for market entry: The conditions leading to Cosella-Dörken’s entry into the North American housing market include a gradual shift by roofers away from roofing felt, which although inexpensive rips, tears and becomes soggy when wet, then distorts when dry; and a move toward environment-friendly, high performance roofing products.  As well, in large-scale developments roofs often are exposed for long periods of time without coverings. This has created a market for underlayments that are fast and easy to install, UV and weather resistant, and that can protect the roof deck and home from the elements until the roof is completed.

· One inducement was the extreme weather conditions experienced recently in the U.S. When roof coverings are blown off in hurricanes, extra-strong products such as new DELTA-ROOF can stay on to prevent the heavy water damage widely experienced by homes roofed with standard materials. DELTA underlayments may actually increase the resistance of the overall roof by preventing air pressure inside the home from helping the wind strip off roof coverings, provided that correct nailing practices have been followed. With their extreme temperature, wind and rain resistance, DELTA underlayments are well adapted to the weather conditions projected for global warming. 

· Green product:  although DELTA roofing products are made of virgin materials for quality control reasons, their energy saving and moisture control properties qualify them for this product category. The roof surface is a large space, which they efficiently utilize to achieve the following: DELTA-MAXX TITAN’s reflective TITANium surface diminishes the amount of radiant energy absorbed by the roof by up to 50%. Its air tightness cuts air exchange rates by up to 30% to reduce heating/cooling energy requirements by approximately 9%. DELTA-MAXX TITAN, DELTA-FOXX and DELTA-VENT S all make a significant contribution to air quality in the home by providing an easy exit for the evaporation of excess moisture, thus reducing dampness that can lead to mold and other unhealthy conditions.

· Accessory products for DELTA roofing underlayments include:
DELTA®-Multi-tape, featuring top adhesion on all interior or exterior applications particularly for sealing overlaps and openings, and repairing tears. 

DELTA®-Than, a permanently elastic sealing compound for fixing and seam jointing of DELTA sheet products.  

DELTA®-Flexx Tape, stretchable sealing tape for inner and outer connections to structural details such as skylights, dormer windows, etc.
